We need plenty of volunteers for the evening.  Mike and Tracy Kelly will be coordinating the event for the boosters they  will be contacting parents to see how they can help.  Some of the things we’ll need help with:

We need to sell those horses to make the evening a success.  Here’s how it works:

· Horses are sold prior to the evening – deadline is September 24.2011.

· Winners placing bets that evening are paid out after each race.

Throughout the evening we will be having 50/50 raffles, strip ticket sales and Chinese auction baskets raffled.
